3. VW parts required

The mid-engine Deserter G.S. differs from the conventional Deserter and other
VW based cars in obviating the need for acquiring a whole sedan; thereby easing the
parts procurement process, eliminating backyard junkpiles, and allowing more
selection of parts. The following list enumerates where important the annual differences
in parts. It is recommended that, if a whole sedan is purchased, it be 1961 or newer.,
The following VW parts are required.

Master cylinder & fluid reservoir (post '66 is dual)

Gas tank and gauge (tank should be 1962 or newer)

Fuse block (although an accessory block for bus-type fuses will be more reliable

and easier to mount)

Wiper motor & switch (bug type-6v. required to fit body) see electrical section

Wiper arms & blades

Light switch

Ignition switch

Speedometer

Tail lights

License plate light

Front directionals

Clutch cable

Pedal Assembly

Emergency brake handle & cables

Dimmer switch

Horn

Steering wheel & shaft

Directional switch

Front suspension ~ sedan or Karmann Ghia (not square or fast back)
post '65 is ball joint

Trans-axle w/swing axles brakes & handbrake cables. Post '61 is tunnel type - '66
is strongest.

Inspection & modification of parts

Transaxle - 61 or later sedan type preferred. 4th gear with 26" tires gives 122 mph
at 6000 RPM,

The swing axle housings must be swapped side to side so that the shock mounting arms
are ahead of the axle. This is done by removing the brake drum and backing plate, the
six nuts on the axle housing retaining plate, pulling the housing off the axle, and re-
installing on the other side. It is sometimes possible to remove the housing without a
puller by tapping with a hammer but if it does not come easily do not force it. If you
are using a transporter transmission, the ring gear must also be swapped to the other
side since you will have to do away with the reduction gearing and transporter axle
housings. Do not reverse sedan transmissions for Corvair installations.

It is desirable to install Crown copper-beryllium washers (packed with Corvair adaptor
kits) at this time. This, and the axle housing swap might be a good job to send to a VW
mechanic if your tools & mechanical experience are limited. An Elfrink or VW owners
service manual (both cost $5.00) would be of great assistance if you elect to do the job
yourself.

The engine and transmission must be adapted - follow the Crown instructions carefully -
most important are the transmission pilot bearing projection and the starter set screw
spot drilling. Be sure the clutch throw-out shaft is free & well lubricated with a water-
proof grease such as Lubriplate.

The clutch arm must be repositioned, but only in the car with engine and clutch in place,
so that it can be positioned properly relative to the cable. While the axle housings are
off, or while the transmission is on the bench, drill out the shock absorber mtg. eyes
on the axle housings with a 1/2" drill.

Front End

The trailing arms, spindles, brake drums. and torsion bar tubes must be checked for
straightness and replaced where necessary. The steering box positioning tabs on the
upper torsion bar tubes must be trimmed to allow it to be rotated to a new position.

If the tie-rod ends are to be removed for some reason, back-off the nut a turn or two
and beat the end of the steering arm with a hammer. This will distort the metal slightly
allowing the tapered shank to pull out.

If the front end lowering device is to be used, it shouldbe installed at this time.

If the brakes need overhauling, it is a good idea to have the drums turned and the shoes
arced to fit the drums. It is also worthwhile, at least for the front brakes, to have the
drums turned with the wheels that you are going to use bolted to them, as the drums can
be distorted easily, especially with modified wheels. Needless to say, the wheels and
drums should be indexed for future reference, and bolts should be drawn up evenly, or
torqued. VW-to-Chevrolet wheel adaptors not recommended.
